Rules and Regulations  

 
Health Rules:  

Refer to Mason-Dixon Fair General Livestock Health Requirements 

 

General Rules:  

1. Cattle must have official ID tags (see General Livestock Health Requirements and Verification 

form to ensure proper ID).   

 

2. Dairy Beef must be 100% Dairy Beef (Ayrshire, Brown Swiss, Guernsey, Holstein, Jersey, 

Lineback, or Milking Shorthorn).  They can be crossbred but must be crossed with a recognized 

dairy breed (no beef breeds).   

 

3. All calves will show as beef livestock.  Arrival and weigh in is Monday, July 10, 2017 from 

12:00pm to 4:00pm.  The show is Wednesday at 5:00pm prior to the Beef Cattle Show. 

 

4. Cattle will be released on Wednesday at 10:00pm.   

 

5. All feeder calves must be born between November 1, 2016 and March 1, 2017 and weigh under 

800 lbs.  All steers must be born after November 1 of the preceding year and weigh a minimum of 

800 lbs.   

 

6. All steers must be dehorned, castrated and healed.   

 

7. All calves and steers must be entered in the name of the bonafide owner and such ownership to 

have existed by March 1.  Dairy steers (800+ lbs) shall have been in ownership of the youth 

exhibitor by March 15 of the preceding year.  Exhibitors that do not have a 4-H/FFA enrolled 

project must submit a Dairy Beef verification form by May 15.  Forms are available at 

www.masondixonfair.com.  They should be emailed to masondixonlivestock@gmail.com.  Youth 

enrolled in 4-H/FFA need not email forms, they can be brought to check in upon arrival.   

 

8. No more than three Dairy Beef may be exhibited per section.  Entries may be restricted according 

to housing availability and will be accepted on a first come, first served basis.
